Meanwhile we have collected some preliminary titles which you will find attached below, but we still would like to encourage you to submit additional interesting papers related to the above topic. The manuscript need not necessarily be on exactly the same topic as your contribution presented at the IEC meeting. Also,if you know of a colleague who did not have time to attend the meeting but who would like to contribute to this issue, please pass this information on to him/her. Any HP/UHP-related manuscript, either from field studies or from experiments, is welcome. A total of 12 – 15 papers would be ideal in order to create a successful volume. 

We are aiming for a deadline of September 30, 2015, but please submit as early as possible; your paper will be sent out immediately for review. When it has gone through this process successfully, it will immediately be available online. This means that your paper will then already have a doi-number, can be cited, and will be available as a pdf. 
At present, the average time between submission and online publication is less than 7 months. All papers will be collected in a single issue to be published in print in 2016. Color is free of charge in the online version. A flat rate of 200 €/article is offered for color printing, regardless of the number of figures. Supplementary material deposited and linked to the article is available free of charge to the community; no other page charges apply.
